WHEREAS, around 1,648 athletes from 11 countries in Southeast Asia participated at
the 11™ ASEAN Para Games held in Surakarta, Indonesia, that featured 455 events in 14 sports;

WHEREAS, Team Philippines was represented by 144 para athletes, 38 coaches and
40 officials, and won 28 gold, 30 silver and 46 bronze medals in the said Para Games,
considered as the Philippine’s all-time best, surpassing the country’s previous best performance
in the 2009 edition held in Kuala Lumpur, Malaysia;

WHEREAS, the Filipino people likewise acknowledges the vital role, unwavering
support and assistance of the officials of the Philippine Paralympic Committee (PPC), under the
exemplary leadership of PPC President Michael 1. Barredo, and the Chef de Mission, Mr. Walter
Francis Torres, who were all instrumental in ensuring the success of the Filipino para athletes;
